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3 Discovery - 1973 @

In 1973 a team of scientists aboard Duke
University Research Vessel Eastward located
the shipwreck remains of what they believed
to be the USS Monitor lying upside down in
230 feet of water approximately 16 miles off
Cape Hatteras, North Carolina.

In 1974, they confirmed that the shipwreck
was in fact the Monitor.
